WHAT IS TITLE IX?
A federal regulation that protects everyone from sexual 
misconduct and discrimination regardless of:

•  Gender
•  Sexual orientation
•  Gender identity
•  Gender expression

THIS MEANS YOU HAVE A RIGHT TO BE FREE FROM:
• Unequal treatment in educational programs or employment
• Sexual harassment, such as unwelcome sexual advances, 
stalking or harassment on social media
• Sexual violence, such as sexual assault, dating violence or 
domestic violence
